An;cipa;ng, hon-

or experience 

that can become 
an anchor in a 

person’s life. This 
anchor can be-

come something 
that helps them 
to stay on track

Discipleship is about being intentional, relational and holistic in creating a culture of lifelong formation across the ages. 

Families (households) are the “primary faith communi;es” for all ages, especially children in their forma;ve years and the household needs to be supported strongly in this role. 

A large part of our discipling strategy has revolved around the imparting of INFORMATION. While the content of our curricula and programs is important, it cannot, on its own, pro-
duce disciples. To this equation we need to intentionally add experiences that focus on FORMATION so that faith goes deeper. The result will be TRANSFORMATION.  - Here2Stay
